* Demonstrating innovative technologies and expanding the use of proven technologies
* Taking an innovative approach to reducing emissions from diesel engines
* Promoting the use of clean diesel technologies in contract specifications

Measuring Environmental Results & Outcomes:
* Achieving reductions in particulate matter (PM), hydrocarbons (HC), carbon monoxide (CO) and nitrogen oxide (NOx) emissions from diesel exhaust
* Improving data on emissions and fleet inventories as well as exposure and health effects 
* Effectively measuring and assessing the outcomes of the initiative, program, or technology(s)
